[image: ][image: ][image: ]The Hunter’s Mansion is a 100-year-old building that belonged to the Lehndorff family. 
XX century					2006					2014 
Years of war, destruction and negligence had left the place in ruins. In 2006 Alexander Potocki, with the consent of the local authorities and the monument conservator-restorer, moved the mansion to Gałkowo in Puszcza Piska. The entire building was recreated from the remnants, to its original form and structure, which has resulted in a place with a unique atmosphere. Decorated with simplicity, the interior is furnished with rustic furniture, artworks and family photos. The Mansion, opened for guests in 2007, and now accommodates a restaurant. 
[image: ][image: ][image: ][image: ][image: ]The Marion Dönhoff  Salon on the first floor is dedicated to Countess Marion von Dönhoff and is supervised by the correspondent Renate Marsch-Potocka. This museum of memorabilia (photos, recordings, books) honours the great German journalist, editor-in-chief of the weekly newspaper Die Zeit, as well as the former owners of Sztynort – the Lehndorffs. It also serves as a conference hall, and opposite one will find a movie screening room.

On this day of the patron saint of  the equestrians and hunters a drag hunting takes place: a beautiful, risky, adrenaline-driven hunt for the symbolical “fox”, a rider with a fox tail on the left shoulder. The lucky one to catch the “fox” becomes the “fox” next year.

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Kayaking routes

Krutyń - Ukta
Krutynia nature reserve - Krutyń – mill in Zielony Lasek – Rosocha – Wojnowo - Ukta
Distance: 15 km	Time: 3-4 hours
The route Krutyń – Ukta  is a typical river route, probably the most popular on the Krutynia River. The route is very picturesque, shallow and safe (half of the way is about 0.5 m deep). There is no time limit for completing the route so every participant kayaks at their own pace, and the end of the trip is taken care of in an individual manner – on a phone call. The route is „armed” with the bars for kayakers along the way, doesn’t require any „culinary” preparations and is open for booking since March.  As a result, it is a perfect route for a several-hour kayaking trip for families with children as well as school and business groups. This route is very popular among the beginners and less experienced kayakers. 
Ukta – Iznota
Ukta – Nowy Most - Iznota
Distance: 14 km	Time: 4 hours
The route Ukta - Iznota is a river-lake route. It runs across the area of the Krutynia Dolna and Pierwos nature reserves. The route is very beautiful and safe, despite the fact that it runs partly across the swamps and partly across the lakes. Because of its charm and especially its safety, virtually anyone can take the route, provided that they take care (especially on windy days) while going across the shallows of the Krutynia delta at its mouth where it flows into Lake Gardyńskie.

Krutyń  - Iznota
Krutyń - mill in Zielony Lasek – Rosocha – Ukta – Nowy Most -  Iznota

Distance: 30 km	Time: 8 hours
[image: ]The route Krutyń – Iznota is already a longer one, an extension of the Krutyń - Nowy Most course. The Krutynia on its part from Krutyń to Iznota is a beautiful, typically lowland and changeable river, which makes it perfect for organizing various kayaking trips. The route is rich in sceneries – forests, meadows and swamps, shallows and depths, and finally lakes. There are places to swim and things to admire throughout the day. The route is a safe one despite the fairly high depth of the river below Ukta and the small lakes along the way. Therefore, the route is suitable for the beginners, but due to its length it is intended and recommended for the more experienced kayakers.  

Zgon - Krutyń
Zgon – Lake Mokre – Water gate and Lake Krutyńskie – Krutyń

)The route Zgon – Krutyń is a river-lake one and for the most part it runs through one of the largest and most troublesome lakes on the way – Lake Mokre. Lake Mokre requires the kayakers to be cautious and stick to the basic rules of safe lake crossing. A special reward for the challenges of Lake Mokre is the following nature reserve Lake Krutyńskie – a cosy and beautiful lake in the middle of the forest, enriched with an even more picturesque section of the Krutynia river.  Because of Lake Mokre this route is recommended mostly for the experienced and skilful kayakers.  	
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[image: ] Pole-propelled Boats
Route description:
We start at the harbour next to the bridge and and go upstream towards the tourist centre Syrenka and the PTTK campsite in Krutyń. After about 200 metres, we pass a historic building of a pre-war sanatorium on the right. Nowadays it accommodates the canteen of the Syrenka centre. Next we row into a shallow and about three metres narrow canal and go around the biggest island on our route. On both banks we can see the activity of beavers – birch trees that were nibbled at, hazel bushes that were cut down. After we pass the last constructions, we go into the forest growing on the slopes of morainal hills among which the Krutynia River flows. The river reveals the curiosities of the wildlife.

Here the floor of the Krutynia River mostly consists of stones. Most of them are covered with thalluses of Hildebrandtia rivularis, one of the red algae living in clean waters. The thallus is formed by lower plants which have no stalks, roots or tissues characteristic for higher plants. An invertebrate freshwater sponge also inhabits the area. Then we move up the river. On the way we notice Eurasian jays often seen here, sometimes a squirrel peeping from behind a stump, and sometimes a hatching larva of a dragonfly or a stonefly.
In the underbrush, on the high banks of the river, you can see the evergreen scouringrush horsetail. In spring hepaticas, anemones and greater stitchworts appear one by one. We now come to the shallow part of the river with a sandy floor showing us its fine yellow sand. That’s the reason why the locals call the place itself „Yellow Sand”. The shallow water and the sandy floor makes it a favourite bathing place of children. You can notice islands created by clusters of trees which stand in the way of the river. These obstacles slowly change the course of the river: its main current shifts to the narrower part and sometimes erodes a „depth” in the fine sand.
This place marks the end of an one-hour trip. After we get to the “Yellow Sand” stop, we turn back and go downstream to Krutyń. You can lengthen the route and go to the Krutyńskie Lake. In this case the trip will last about 1.5 hours.
We move up the river. After a few dozen metres the river turns right, and we find ourselves in its bend. The name of Krutynia comes from its numerous meanders, typical of its lower course. The name means „a swift and winding river” and not „short” as some wrongly etymologise. 
[image: ]We get to another pool where in the reed you can see swans and farther, among the trees in the water, you can notice goosanders. Here you can often meet kingfishers and herons. Several pairs of sawbills nest in the upper course of the river. The plants that catch your attention are yellow water lilies, pondweeds and water milfoils whose stalks and leaves form underwater „ropes”.
Going up the river we can observe the trees growing on the banks of the Krutynia. Among them there are splendid pines with spire-shaped tree trunks with the traces of tapping for resin from the 1960s, oaks and hornbeams among which May lilies and common cow-wheats grow. The most common tree growing on the water banks is the black alder. You can notice the shells of the river swan mussel which is the most common food for the American mink and the otter. Water striders glide swiftly on the surface. The stream is blocked by the remains of a wooden bridge in the place where the Teutonic knights forded the river to get to the nearby watchtower on the Krutynia. A stone-paved road leading from the bridge to the Krutyńskie Lake was built during the mid-war period when there was a restaurant Murawa by the lake and a harbour of boat carriers. When you reach the Krutyńskie Lake you can admire splendid ash trees. The reed island on the lake hides a swans’ nest where the occupants have been living for many years.

Gałkowo is surrounded by the vast woods of Puszcza Piska. Our suggested walking, trekking and cycling routes will lead you to the most beautiful places of our varied landscape among the dense tree stands, lakes and forests. Most of them are paths in the woods – expect a lot of picturesque nature rather than paved cycling roads.  If the routes are too long, you can also take a shortcut. 

Gałkowo – Krutyński Piecek – Krutynia – water mill – wetland – lake Mokre – old water gate – Krutyń
[image: pine pale]Go to the right from our hotel and then to the right again heading for the forest. At the edge of the forest you will see a small graveyard on your left. Among others there is a grave of the great-grandfather of a German TV reporter Klaus Bednarz (Kossmann). Right at the beginning of the forest take the path to the left – not the first one going upwards but the one leading slightly to the right, virtually at the middle of the three roads. Go straight ahead. There are signs with horses on some of the trees.  At the fork keep following this path sticking slightly to the right. In about 3km counting from Gałkowo you will see an old German cemetery on your right and arrive at the village of Krutyński Piecek. Cross the paved street and follow the village road. Soon you will reach a bridge with an old water mill which is still functioning. It can be quite crowded in summer – there is a simple tavern to grab a bite and a drink. Here you can swim in the Krutynia river (better behind the mill) or watch the kayakers. 
If you are already tired, you can follow the paved street you’ve crossed for about 1km to Krutyń, turn right by the small marketplace and go about 2km through the forest back to Gałkowo.   
Go straight across the bridge and through the fields. At the end of the road turn left and go between the pasture fences. In about 500 m (3,9 km from Gałkowo) turn to a small field path and then to the left so that you keep close to the edge of the forest (the fields are on your left and the pine forest on your right). At a fork (4,6 km from Gałkowo) turn right into the pine forest, at the next fork turn left and go straight ahead. In less than a kilometre (about 5,5 km from Gałkowo) you will get to a straight main road. Turn left and in about 300m you will see a sign „Bór Bagienny” (“Swamp Forest”). If you turn right there, you will reach two swamp lakes beautifully hidden in the forest, partly suitable for swimming. 
[image: slime pale]Following the orange marks on the trees you will get to a large formerly paved road (leading to Krutyński Piecek to the right and Zgon to the left). Cross the road and keep going straight, past another swamp lake on your right. Be careful: the path here is a bit overgrown. The orange marks will lead you to the big lake Mokre, one of the most beautiful forest lakes in Masuria. The path (turn right) now goes along the shore to the left of Lake Mokre. In about 3km you will get to a campsite with a beach which can be quite crowded in summer. At the campsite turn to the right near the hill and then shortly to the left heading for the forest – the lake will be visible on your left.  
If you are tired and would like to take a shortcut, follow the large road by the campsite – upwards and straight ahead. It will lead you directly to the village of Krutyń.
If you choose a longer path to the water gate, go left to the forest right after the campsite. In 2 km you will reach another campsite by the lake. Keep going straight and you will arrive at a wooden bridge and the old water gate – this is the source of the Krutynia river. The effort pays off: you are at one of the most fascinating places in Puszcza Piska. 
Now follow the route marked in blue as droga rowerowa nr 1 (cycling route nr 1) and in about 2,5 km you will arrive in Krutyń. Cross the bridge (with a harbour for pole-propelled boats) and follow the asphalt road straight to Gałkowo (about 2 km).

[image: potocki divider] A walking route around the village of Gałkowo 
From the restaurant walk to the right and then to the right again until you reach the edge of the forest. Immediately after entering the forest take the first path to the right – virtually parallel to the edge of the village – and you will see the fields, meadows and buildings of Gałkowo again. You can return to the village through the fields at any time, however, you might have to look for a way across the drainage ditches. If you continue going ahead and keep to the right at the forks, you will reach the romantic wild swamp lakes – a paradise for all kinds of wild animals. If you haven’t taken the way back through the fields, you will eventually come to an asphalt road, where you will need to turn right and then right again to the village road leading to Gałkowo (about 5 km).

To the Gałkowo forester’s lodge and the meadows in the valley of Krutynia
Take a sharp turn left after the small cemetery and in about 800m you will reach a forester’s lodge surrounded by picturesque woods. Go past it till the edge of the forest and follow the path through the meadows. Stick to the left and you will get to the large road leading from Gałkowo to Wojnowo.

Walking or cycling to the Strzelowo Forestry and Lake Majcz -- 10 km to the lake
A fascinating route through the forest paths which is also accessible by bike. Start in Gałkowo and get through the village to the main road. Cross it and go straight ahead. Ignore the keep out signs along the one-way road – they only concern the cars. In about 1,5 km there will be a forester’s lodge to the right. Keep going straight ahead and in about 300m (1,8 km from the street) the road will split in two. Turn to the left (the way towards Kołoin marked on a stone). Keep to the main road all the time. In 1,6 km (3,4 km from the street) turn to the left again  (the way towards Kołoin marked on a stone). Shortly after that turn right behind a beautiful wooden house with two tree stumps painted red. Keep following the main road.  In about 0,9 km (4,5 km from the street) a marking stone for Strzałowo will indicate that you are going the right way: Strzałowo is your destination. In 3,3 km (7,8 km from the road) you will reach an asphalt road. Cross it and go ahead enjoying the beautiful scenery. In about a kilometre you will see the office of the Strzałowo Forestry from behind. As you aren’t going to intrude into its backyard, go round it to the left and in about 200m you will get to a small paved forest road. Follow it to the right and shortly you will arrive at the Forestry. Go past it to the forest parking lot. On your right, behind the wooden bars to keep out the cars, there will be a walking path to the lake. On the shore there is a grave of Meta Wiechert, the first wife of the German poet Ernst Wiechert. She was a daughter of the forester from one of the nearby forester’s lodges, Lisiny.
[image: bottom of the bottoms pale]It is a popular bathing site. Lake Majcz, crystal clear and surrounded by the woods, is a favourite secret spot of the people of Mikołajki.

History of Gałkowo and the Nearby Villages


Gałkowo is one of the best preserved settlements located amongst the huge forest complex of Puszcza Piska. Here, in Masuria, in the southern part of the former East Prussia, the inhabitants spoke Masurian, an archaic Polish dialect with German borrowings, till the beginning of the XX century. Unlike their Catholic Polish neighbours from the Mazovian stretching to the south of the Prussian border and, by the way, the Catholic Warmians, the Masurians were Evangelics and considered themselves Prussian. In the remote Masurian villages electricity was installed after World War II, in the 50s of the last century.

[image: gałkowo]After World War II the Masurians, unless they managed to flee from Russians, remained in their villages and didn’t have to leave the country, because they spoke Polish, the language of their ancestors. However, most Masurians left their home and now live in Germany. The last huge wave of emigration took place in the 70s.  

Gałkowo and some of the nearby villages, however, can boast yet another peculiar history. They were founded in the early XIX century by the Old Believers from Russia, also known as Philippians.  Their ancestors did not want to join the reform of the Orthodox Church carried out by Patriarch Nikon in the XVII century and were therefore cruelly persecuted by the Tsardom.

The settlement, along with the neighbouring Wojnowo (German: Eckertsdorf), was founded in 1832, after the Prussian king Frederick William III by his Cabinet Order (Kabinetts-Ordre) of December 5, 1825, allowed the Old Believers to settle in his country and released them from the obligatory military duty “in the first generation”.  The Old Believers cleared the forests in the area assigned to them, so that their villages still are remnant of islands among the endless woods. The Old Believers who settled in Masuria came from the area of Augustów and Suwałki in Congress Poland of that time. Their settlements still exist today in this part of Podlasie.

Initially, Gałkowo consisted of two villages – Nikolaihorst, known as Mościska amongst the Old Believers, and Gałkowo (German: Galkowen). In 1938 the villages were united under the name „Nickelshorst”. Till today there is a strip of meadows between the two parts of the village. 

[image: pechka_01]In 1939 there were only 14 families of the Evangelical confession among 297 inhabitants.  Add several families from the neighboring village of Zameczek (German: Schlößchen), where the guesthouse Sielankowo is located nowadays. The cemetery of the Evangelic families Kelch and Kossmann (one of them was the great-grandfather of the contemporary German TV reporter Klaus Bednarz) is found at the edge of the forest on the road to Krutyń. That Kossmann was the head of the village of Gałkówo until 1945. 

[image: 03]Another exemplary well-kept cemetery of the Old Believers remains to this day on the hillock overgrown by forest, visible behind the white house belonging to Alexander Potocki. It was established in 1832 with the arrival of the first Old Believers and is still used today by the few believers living here. Another trace of their traditions are banyas – Russian steam bathhouses which used to be found in the backyard of every Old Believers household. There is a banya standing by the pond on the property of Alexander Potocki.  

As everywhere in Prussia, the Old Believers were subject to compulsory education. The former school was built from red brick in 1901. Before that the school was located in a wooden thatched house. It consisted of a classroom chamber and a teacher’s apartment. The lessons were carried out in German, and no difference was made between the Evangelical and Old Believers children. Due to the fact that the Old Believers celebrate Christmas and Easter according to the Old Russian Julian calendar, their children had additional Christmas holidays from January 6 to 8. Today the building of the former school is a municipal property which now accommodates apartments.

In the 30s of the XX century the young generation of the Old Believers spoke German at home, communicating in Russian only with the elders. The prayers and long-lasting services were carried out in Old Russian. Thanks to the bloom of the East Prussian economy in the 30s many of the wooden huts were replaced by brick houses.     


„Our mother wanted to be modern – an old lady recounts – and so the Russian stove, which you could sleep on, was gone”.


A sideboard was bought for the dining room and a ceramic stove was installed there. Only the banya standing in the backyard remains in use.

[image: jaskółka]Rites and fasts were no longer strictly enforced. Men’s beards became shorter or were shaved off completely. The locals were no more distinguishable from their neighbours in manner of dressing. At the end of the war in 1945 many residents of the village tried to escape from the approaching Red Army. Most of them didn’t make it – they only reached Szestno and turned back. Others fled to the nearby forests. Many people, Masurians and Filippians, were shot or deported to Siberia.  

Today the population of Gałkowo is 161. There are less and less Old Believers left: in 1960 their number reached 126, and now there are hardly six elderly followers. Most of the Old Believers from Gałkowo moved to West Germany in the end of the 70s as „late migrants”. 

Nowadays the residents of Gałkowo, mostly Catholics, strive to preserve the character of the village and the style of the buildings.  With one exception, there are no luxurious summer residences of the rich city dwellers.  However, there is also less and less agriculture and fruit-growing. The locals are mostly living off tourism and the service industry. The Ferenstein family stud and Alexander Potocki’s hotel with the Marion Dönhoff museum contribute to that significantly.

Nearby Villages

Wojnowo (German: Eckertsdorf)

Following the road leading through the meadows, pastures and the bridge over the river Krutynia for about two kilometres one can get to Wojnowo, the former settlement of the Old Believers.

Like Gałkowo, Wojnowo was founded in 1832 and counted 605 residents at the beginning of World War II. The name Wojnowo was given to it by the nastawnik, or starik (the head of the community) Sidor Borisow, to honour the memory of his native village near Vitebsk. The official German name used by the Prussian authorities comes from the head forester Eckert who was responsible for assigning the land to the Russian immigrants. There are three sanctuaries in the village:

· The most famous is the part of the monastery at the edge of the village, situated picturesquely on a peninsula on Lake Duś. Today the place is a museum which lost its religious spirit when the last two Old Believers secular sisters, Lena and Fima, died. Founded in 1835 as a hermitage, it became a male monastery in 1848 but was abandoned when the monks returned to Russia and joined the reformed Orthodox Church. It was not until 1885 that the newly established female monastery saw the place flourish again.
 
Both World Wars and the post-war times didn’t harm the monastery and the nuns. However, no new followers came, and the nuns were no longer able to sustain themselves working on the farm. The penultimate prioress Antonina Kondratiewa transferred the ownership of the monastery and its land to a Pole of Roman Catholic tradition, Leon Ludwikowski, shortly before her death in 1972, under the conditions that he would provide for the last nuns till the end of their lives. After Leon Ludwikowski died the museum of the Old Believers Monastery has been looked after by his grandson. Some of the icons from the monastery can be found in Lidzbark Warmiński.

· The religious services for the few Old Believers left in the area are given in the brick prayer building in the centre of the village. Its exterior doesn’t differ significantly from the neo-Gothic village churches around. It was established in 1921 on the site of the original temple, erected in 1840 from oak logs, which burned down in 1920. In 1930 the century of the Filippians settlement in Masuria was celebrated with a great procession. On the same occasion a new school building was established that stands till today.   

· A white wooden Orthodox church with onion-shaped turrets typical for Russia is a religious curiousity of Masuria. It belongs to the Orthodox parish. After the First World War, a former Russian officer named Awaev remained in the village. He converted some local Old Believers to reformed Orthodoxy and taught them the rites and traditions of his faith. In 1923 he built an Orthodox church which is being looked after by the nuns delegated to Masuria from near Bialystok. They live in the presbytery.

The differences between the Old Believers and the Orthodox are not drastic and mostly external. They concern such things as whether the sign of the cross is made by two fingers (Old Believers) or three (Orthodox), which direction should the procession around the church go etc. The Masurian Old Believers don’t have a cleric (a churchman) but elect one of them to be the head of the community, the so-called starik (translates from modern Russian as “the eldest, the old man”).
Ukta

Ukta (2 km distance) was a trading and administrative centre of the nearby villages. The place is losing its significance now, however, as the government offices and even the post were moved to Ruciane-Nida. Ukta was founded in the XVIII century. In 1753 there was a glass factory on the bank of the Krutynia river. By the end of the XVIII century there were already 22 houses in Ukta, and the settlement gained significance when the Old Believers began to arrive in the area. A neo-Gothic Evangelical church built of brick was consecrated in 1864. Since 1984 it serves the Catholic faith.

The railway which reached Ukta in 1899 was of great importance for the whole area. One can still see the old railway buildings, now used for residence, on the way to Ruciane-Nida. The tracks were demolished by the Soviet troops in 1945.

Before the war there were numerous shops, a pharmacy and a post office in Ukta. They provided supplies for the farmers and foresters in the area. Today the children from the nearby villages, including Gałkowo, go to school here. Most of the old small rural schools have been closed. 

Krutyń (German: Kruttinnen)

Krutyń, situated on the banks of the Krutynia river (German: Kruttinna), was a popular tourist destination even before the war. At that time the resourceful locals took the summer visitors for the boat rides along the shallow and exceptionally picturesque waters of the Krutynia river. In the XVI century there was already a hunting lodge in the place of the now existing village. In 1651 the first forestry was established here, originally called Wildnisbereiterei Crotinen. In 1737 there was already a school visited by eight children, as well as a paper mill and several tar production facilities. Soon, however, the productions were abandoned as unprofitable. In 1874 the forestry of Krutyń was established.

A small museum worth visiting is located nearby in a former barn, which is under the protection of the monument conservator.
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
